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HURRICANE SEASON PREPAREDNESS
As a reminder, hurricane season runs from June 1 through No-
vember 30. It’s important to be prepared in advance to help protect 
yourself, your family, and your property. Please review the checklist 
below and make sure you are ready in case of a storm:

•	 Food & Water: Stock up on at least a 7-day supply of non-per-
ishable food and one gallon of water per person, per day.

•	 Medical: Gather necessary medications, prescriptions, and a 
well-stocked first-aid kit.

•	 Power & Lighting: Have flashlights, lanterns, extra batteries, 
and a battery-powered or hand-crank radio.

•	 Communications: Charge cell phones, keep portable char-
gers/power banks, and have important contacts written down.

•	 Important Documents: Place insurance papers, IDs, bank information, and property records 
in a waterproof/fireproof container.

•	 Cash: Keep small bills on hand since ATMs and credit card machines may not work after a 
storm.

•	 Fuel: Fill your car’s gas tank and store extra fuel safely for generators (if applicable).
•	 Home Exterior: Secure shutters or install plywood over windows; check roof, gutters, and 

downspouts.
•	 Yard: Trim trees and shrubs; bring in or secure outdoor furniture, grills, planters, and decora-

tions.
•	 Insurance: Review your homeowner’s insurance coverage, including flood insurance if appli-

cable.
•	 Pets: Prepare pet food, medications, carriers, and copies of vaccination records.
•	 Evacuation Kit: Pack clothing, toiletries, blankets, flashlights, and supplies for each family 

member.
•	 Transportation: Plan your evacuation route and know local shelters (including pet-friendly 

ones).
•	 Neighbors: Share your emergency plan with neighbors, especially elderly or vulnerable resi-

dents.
•	 Safety Equipment: Check fire extinguishers, smoke detectors, and carbon monoxide detec-

tors.
•	 Post-Storm: Take photos of your home and belongings for insurance purposes before the 

storm.
